At the same time, the setpoint, operation mode, and fan speed/
direction will be overwritten by the wireless user interface status.

The wireless user interface sends all settings at once (e.g. on/off,
operation mode, setpoint, fan speed/direction, ...) to the unit in case of
a setting change by any button.

When any button is pushed on the wireless user interface, all settings
(e.g. on/off, operation mode, setpoint, fan speed/direction, ...) are sent
to the unit and settings set by the wired user interface are overwritten.
